The market
town of Wareham, which has main line rail link to London Waterloo (approx 2.5 hours) is
some 9 miles distant, with the conurbation of Poole and Bournemouth in easy reach viathe =
Sandbanks ferry.

From the entrance porch, the central hallway giving access to all principal rooms. The
good sized dual aspect living room is particularly light and has an attractive open fireplace.
The dining room is also generously sized and both rooms have double glazed doors
opening to the rear garden and paved terrace harmoniously blending the indoor/outdoor
living space. The kitchen is at the front of the property and is fitted with a range of white
units, contrasting worktops with space for freestanding cooker and fridge/freezer. A utility
room, accessed from the dining room, complements the kitchen and also has access to
the integral garage. Completing the ground floor is a good sized double bedroom, family
bathroom and separate WC.
